KFrom the Director...

LIS at the <
Cutting Edge?

In July, several members of our LIS family attended
the Ignatian Spirituality Conference at Saint Louis Univer-
sity. This is the premiere gathering of Ignatian spirituality
practitioners from throughout the U.S. and Canada. It oc-
curs every three years.

Father David Fleming, S.J., one of the more accom-
plished interpreters of the Ignatian heritage in the United
States, gave a powerful closing talk on the role of remem-
bering and imagining in Spiritual Exercises. His main thesis
was that these two elements go together like powerful
pistons on a Mississippi steamboat. That being said, though,
it seemed to him that too much emphasis has been placed on
remembering and not enough on imagining.

The remembering puts us in touch with God work-
ing in our past, in our experiences of family and friends,
growing up and work. Imagining brings us into relationship
with God working in the now and in the future, beckoning
us in awe and gratitude toward something more. Imagina-
tion, moreover, opens up avenues of aspostolic service, en-
gagement and relationship with others. Through the power
of imagining, Ignatius leads us on to creative following of
Christ, a discipleship for today and tomorrow.

This point dovetailed with what other speakers were
saying: Ignatian spirituality is in transition beyond the
period of adaptation that characterized the tradition even
after the Second Vatican Council. This period rediscovered
the importance of directed retreats and the Exercises in
Everyday Life. Today the heritage is struggling to open
new avenues for following the Lord in the context of a
world with so much pluralism, injustice and spiritual
hunger.

The LIS model fascinated participants, and its com-
mittment to a vision of spirituality and social justice, prayer
and action, was well-received. LIS is proud to be part of
these exciting devel- o p -

REPORTE DEL DIRECTOR §

EL INSTITUTO LOYOLA EN EL
UMBRAL DE LA ESPIRITUALIDAD?

En julio parte del personal de LIS asisti6 a la Conferencia de Espiritualidad
Ignaciana en la Universidad de Saint Louis, MO. Esta es la reunién principal de
profesionales en espiritualidad ignaciana de los Estados Unidos y Canada, y se lleva
a cabo cada tres afios.

El P. David Feliming, S.J., uno de los intérpretes més calificados de la
herencia ignaciana en los Estados Unidos, dio un emotivo discurso de clausura
hablando de la importancia de los recuerdos y de la imaginacién en los Ejercicios
Espirituales. Su tesis principal es que estos dos elementos van de la mano como los
pistones de un barco de vapor sobre el rio Mississippi. Siendo asi, a él le parece que
se ha puesto demasiado énfasis en el recordar y no suficiente énfasis en el imaginar.

El recordar nos pone en contacto con la labor que Dios ha hecho en nuestro
pasado, en nuestras experiencias con la familia y los amigos, el proceso de madu-
racion y el trabajo. El imaginar nos lleva a una relacién con Dios en el presente y a
tuturo, maravillindonos y llenandonos de sorpresa y gratitud. Esto, a su vez, nos

lleva a hacer algo mas. La imaginacién, nos abre nuevas puertas al servicio apos-
télico, a las relaciones con los demés. Con el poder de la imaginacién, Ignacio nos
gufa a un seguimiento creativo de Jesucristo, a un discipulado del presente y del
manana.

Este punto encaj6é perfectamente con lo que otros presentadores estaban
diciendo: La espiritualidad ignaciana se encuentra en transicién més alla del perfodo
de adaptacién que caracteriza la tradicién atin después del concilio Vaticano II. Este
periodo redescubrié la importancia de los retiros guiados y de los Ejercicios en la
Vida Diaria. Hoy en dfa esta herencia estd luchando para abrir nuevas vias de seguir
al Sefior en el contexto de un mundo cada vez mas plural, plagado de injusticia y
hambre espiritual.

El modelo bajo el cual LIS trabaja encanté a los participantes, y su compro-
miso hacia una visién de espiritualidad y justicia social, oracién y accién, fue bien
recibido. LIS esta orgulloso de poder ser parte de este apasionante desarrollo.
