the Loyola Institute for Spirituality in
Orange, California.

Martha Castaneda, Nuria Chekouras, Salvador Gonza-
lez, Gonzalo and Maria Guadalulpe Jimenez, Dolores
Martinez, Julia and Humberto Ramirez, and Esperanza
Sampablo received their Equipo Latino Ignaciano gradu-
ation certificates as they reflected on the intense
formation experiences which had made the initial ELI
such a personal reality.

ELI, for Equipo Latino Ignaciano, stands for the
first year of training with its countless hours in a
conference room listening to explanations about the life
of Ignatius of Loyola and his inspired Spiritual Exercises.
ELI stands for the second year with its solemn hours of
silent, private prayer and the sharing sessions to hear
about the faith experiences of the other members of the
group. ELI stands for the third year in which five experi-
enced seekers of Christ journeyed to Orange from vari-
ous corners of the America’s and here encouraged the
nine to analyze and synthesize the many extra ordinary
facets of a life as a lay companion of Christ. ELI stands
for the many times during the three years when small
groups of “ELl-ites” journeyed to diverse parishes and

retreat centers of Southern California to facilitate prayer
and reflection sessions.

The “NINE” bring a rich assortment of back-
grounds and experiences to this Spanish-language spiri-
tuality ministry. Martha has worked extensively in
Marriage Encounter and Retrouvaille. Nuria has worked
many years with the Orange Diocese Pastoral Institute.
Salvador comes from Guadalupe Church in Santa Ana
where he has been on the team working with young
adult faith experiences. Gonzalo and Maria Guadalupe
are the champion commuters in the group; during their
three years of formation they have gone back and forth
between Palm Springs and Orange. Maria Guadalupe is
the Hispanic coordinator for St. Francis Parish in La
Quinta, CA., and Gonzalo has been a key participant in a
number of the parish ministries there. Dolores brings
extensive teaching experiences with the Orange Pastoral
Institute, as well as facilitation of retreats with the
Trinitas Secular Institute. Julia and Humberto spent
several years promoting Marriage Encounter in Southern
California; Julia then worked in the Family Life Office of
the Diocese of Orange. Esperanza has been active in the
hispanic ministries of her Costa Mesa Parish, and is also
very much involved in the Trinitas Secular Institute.

These “ELI- NINE” will now continue to develop
their spirituality ministries in association with the Loyola
Institute. One of their ongoing tasks will be to assist

n January 18, 2003, something of great signifi-

cance quietly happened: governance of the Loy-

ola Institute passed from a three-man Board of
Directors headed by the Jesuit Provincial to a fourteen-
person Board that includes two Jesuits but is headed by
a lay chairperson. Mr. Lynn G. Muth assumed that key
responsibility. Why this change? Certainly the Jesuits
are as committed as ever to sharing their spirituality.
But to effectively accomplish that mission it is impera-
tive that the laity “step up to the plate.” This is true not
only because of the decline in vocations to the Order.
It's true because this is the hour of the laity, for
without active lay involvement and real responsibility,
neither the wider Church nor the Jesuits can accom-
plish their mission.

From LIS’s inception in 1997, the process of lay
involvement has been happening in several ways. LIS
enjoys the collaborative support of many colleagues
(women religious as well as laymen and women) who
serve along with our Jesuit staff in providing the whole
range of services offered by our organization. Through
training such as ELI (the Latino Ignatian Team) and
ISFP (the Ignatian Spiritual Formation Program), the
Loyola Institute is regularly adding qualified people with
multilingual and multicultural skills to the list of its
associates. Now [, as executive director, will be report-
ing to the Board made up primarily of committed
laity who will keep the organization on target in terms
of its Jesuit mission and be responsible for its financial
integrity.

Those who know about religious, non-profit organiza-
tions like LIS say that it is crucially important that they
have active, hands-on Boards of Directors. That is ex-
actly what LIS has. | am very proud of the work of our
Charter Board of Directors who are regularly listed in
The Ignaciano. We recall the incalculable contribu-
tions made by the late Bob Holstein. We salute Dr.
Cynthia Coad who recently was elected to serve out
Bob’s term.

Just as in today’s wider Church, so it is for the Jesuits
and Ignatian spirituality: the way of the future rests
squarely in the hands of laymen and women who are
discovering the deeper meaning of their magnificent
baptismal calling.
