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Preferential Love of the Poor:

ne of
‘ the
X hall-

marks of
Jesuit minis-
tries today
is an explicit commit-
ment to the pursuit of
justice and concern for
the materially poor. Any
really authentic Christian
spirituality has to pay a
lot of attention to the
reality of poverty. The
Loyola Institute for Spiri-
tuality (LIS) tries to inte-
grate this awareness
with everything it does.
The understanding of
poverty in the Bible, how-
ever, is complicated and
its linkage to our spiritual
journeys is not always
clear.

At a recent meeting in
New York of Jesuits and
lay partners involved in
retreat and spirituality
centers, Father Bill
Creed, SJ and Wayne
Richard spoke about
their wonderful ministry
of giving retreats to
homeless people. What
rich and rewarding work
that is! They pointed out
that poverty is an am-
biguous topic. On the
one hand, material pov-
erty is bad and should be
fought against. But on
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the other, poverty of
spirit is good and every
one of us needs to culti-
vate it. Perhaps the most
important aspect of pov-
erty, however, relates to
solidarity, the cultivation
of a real sense of linkage
to all those who suffer
injustice and material
deprivation such as hun-
ger, lack of medical care,
education and work.
More than anything else,
solidarity means looking
at the world from the
point of view of the mate-
rially poor.

To be a truly spiritual
person means loving
others, especially those
who are at the very bot-
tom socially and eco-
nomically. For Catholics
and Christians of many
denominations, effective
love of the poor, charity
and justice toward them,
is nothing new. Pope
Benedict XVI made it
clear in his very first en-
cyclical to all people of
good will that “God is
love.” That means some-
thing concrete in the real
world especially that God
loves in a special way
those who lack whatever
is needed to live with
dignity and security.

A Spiritual Matter?

The recent debate about
illegal immigration is a
particularly vivid and
sticky example of what |
am trying to say here.
Many sincere, good
Catholics have been
swayed by attitudes of
fear and negativity about
the reality of illegal immi-
gration. The leaders of
many churches, espe-
cially Catholic Bishops
like our own Tod Brown
and his auxiliary Bishop
Jaime Soto, have re-
sisted this with notable
courage. They have spo-
ken out about the
Church’s preferential
option for the poor that
involves promoting the
human dignity of all peo-
ple even those who lack
proper immigration pa-
pers. We at LIS believe
that affective love of the
poor sometimes means
clashing with laws that
may be unjust and strug-
gling to make them more
just. This is a matter of
fairness, morality as well
as of real Christian spiri-
tuality.

Cual-
quier espiritualidad que
sea verdaderamente cris-
tiana debe poner mucha
atencion a la realidad de
la pobreza.

En una reciente reunién
de jesuitas y ministros
laicos involucrados en
centros de retiro y espiri-
tualidad, llevada a cabo
en la ciudad de Nueva
York, el Padre Bill Creed,
SJ y Wayne Richard habla-
ron sobre el maravilloso
ministerio de dar retiros a
personas indigentes. jQué
trabajo tan enriquecedory
gratificante es éste! Sena-
laron que la pobreza es un
tema ambiguo. Por un
lado, la pobreza material
es mala y deberia de Iu-
charse contra ella. Pero,
por otro lado, la pobreza
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de espiritu es buena y
cada uno de nosotros
necesita cultivarla. Tal vez
el aspecto mas importan-
te de la pobreza, sin em-
bargo, tiene que ver con la
solidaridad, el cultivar un
sentido real de unién con
todos aquellos que son
victimas de la injusticia y
de la privacion material
tales como el hambre,
falta de cuidado meédico,
educacion y trabajo. Mas
que cualquier cosa, la
solidaridad significa ver al
mundo a través de los
ojos de aquellos a los que
les falta de todo.

Ser una persona verdade-
ramente espiritual signifi-
ca tener amor por los de-
mas, especialmente aque-
llos que se encuentran en
el nivel mas bajo de la
escala social y econémica.
Para catélicos y cristianos
de muchas denominacio-
nes, el amor efectivo por
el pobre, la caridad y la
justicia hacia ellos no es
nada nuevo. El Papa Be-
nedicto XVI lo dijo muy
claro en su primer encicli-
ca a todas las personas
de buena voluntad que
“Dios es amor”. Esto signi-
fica algo concreto en el
mundo real, especialmen-
te que Dios ama de mane-
ra especial a aquellos que
carecen de lo que sea
que necesiten para vivir
con dignidad y seguridad.

El reciente debate sobre
inmigracion ilegal es parti-
cularmente un ejemplo
Vivo y espinoso de lo que
estoy tratando de decir.
Muchos catélicos buenos
y sinceros se han dejado
llevar por actitudes de
temor y negatividad hacia
la realidad de la inmigra-
cion ilegal.
